1. INTRODUCTION

The purpose of this report is to provide a summary of the submissions received during the
exhibition of the draft Prospect Vale - Blackstone Heights Structure Plan (the ‘draft
Structure Plan’) and an overview of the corresponding changes made to the document prior
to presentation for adoption.

2. CONSULTATION APPROACH

The draft Structure Plan was exhibited for a period of seven weeks, between 19t
December 2025 and 8" February 2026.

Written submissions were invited through Council’s website, via post, or by email and
promoted through Council’s social media.

A drop in session was held at Prospect Park Sports Centre, Prospect Vale on Thursday, 29t
January 2026. This session was well attended with approximately 30 community members
attending. A notice was placed in the Examiner and on Council’s social media during this
period advising of the date of the drop in session.

All previous stakeholders involved in the previous targeted consultation stage, and a wide
array of State Agencies were invited by email to provide further feedback.

A total of 35 discrete written submissions were received, including two
late submissions. Feedback received during the drop-in session has also been recorded
and considered.

A copy of all written submissions was provided to Councillors and discussed at the
February Council Workshop.

3. KEY THEMES

The feedback received demonstrated support for structure planning for the area, and the
broad outcomes sought in the draft Structure Plan. There was strong interest in improving
connectivity, enhancing walkability, protecting environment values, supporting local
economic growth, ensuring strategic coordination between stakeholders,

and maintaining local character.

Across all themes, there was a consistent desire across stakeholders for continued
engagement to ensure delivery of the document resulted in the most benefit possible.
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Improvements to the clarity and readability of the maps and diagrams were also sought.
Key themes raised by the submissions included the following:

¢ Road Network and Transport

The road network, and associated traffic management, was the most substantial feedback
area, revealing a mix of support, concerns and opposition.

There was good support for the new road links, particularly to support the resolution of
emergency management access issues in both Travellers Rest and Blackstone Heights.

Support for regional consideration of the cumulative impacts of future development,
particularly upon Westbury Road and the Bass Highway.

Concerns were raised regarding future traffic volumes, particularly on Mount Leslie Road,
road safety, and new road alignments south of Meander Valley Road.

Limited concern that conversion of Westbury Road to a pedestrian-friendly main street
could induce rat-running in suburban streets unless regional traffic behavior is
modelled. Concern was raised that major upgrades (such as Mount Leslie intersection)
require joint funding and inter-council delivery frameworks)

There was broad interest regarding the timing of potential new road links and upgrades.
There was limited opposition to speed limit reductions and the new Heald Road link.

e Active Transport and Pathway Network

Feedback on the pathway network was predominantly positive, with support for improved
accessibility, pedestrian refuges, and integration with the public open space network.

There was some concern regarding the legibility of the pathway network maps.

o Westbury Road Activity Centre

Strong interest in the future of the Westbury Road Activity Centre, with a split between
desired growth and concerns about impact. Support was noted for the growth of the
activity centre as well as for an increased variety and number of shops.

Support for implementation of reverse-amenity buffers to ensure nearby new uses do not
constrain industrial operations.

There was concern about the lack of local services (notably banks) and the impact of high
traffic volumes on future accessibility and amenities. Limited opposition to the introduction
of more takeaway shops was noted. Concern that elevating the Westbury Road Activity
Centre requires robust economic and retail impact analysis at the regional scale was also
received.

Opposition by a key stakeholder for the identification of industrial land to commercial
uses, identifying a risk of displacement, was also received.

e Public Open Space, Recreation and Environmental Integration
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There was strong support for high quality open space and the focus on environmental and
landscape values. Support was also noted for ongoing bushfire risk management and
consideration of climate change flood modelling.

There was some concern about the impacts of the proposed environmental living areas on
privacy, amenity, and rural character. Clarity was also sought for an improved definition of
‘environmental living’.

Concern that there is a lack of a social infrastructure needs assessment for schools,
medical services, and community facilities. Concern was also raised that the Structure Plan
does not indicate a confirmed timeline or stakeholder commitment to the potential
conversion of the current TasWater sewerage treatment plant for future public open
space. Limited concern was also raised that there is a lack of demonstrated demand

for additional environmental or rural living land.

e Other Matters

Other matters raised include recognition of the TasWater Water Master Plan, support
for coordinated public and private investment, support for recognition of local heritage
values, and support for ongoing housing development that responds to the needs of the
elderly in appropriate locations. A key landowner within the Pitcher Parade major
development front expressed opposition to development of the site.

Concern that the Structure Plan does not more clearly align with the strategies of the City
of Launceston, such as the Housing Strategy 2025-2040 and their Retail and Employment
Land Strategies was also noted.

4. KEY CHANGES MADE IN RESPONSE TO SUBMISSIONS RECEIVED

Following consideration of the submissions, including at Council’s February Workshop, a
number of revisions to the document have been undertaken. The following represent the
key changes made:

- Improvement to clarity and readability of the diagrams. This includes inclusion of
notable road names, locality names, north stars for maps that aren’t north facing,
recalibrated colours and updated keys. Figure 11 (‘the Structure Plan’) has received the
most refinement, including revised depictions of activity centres, and low order detail -
which instead has been deferred to the relevant diagrams further within the Structure
Plan document. Discrepancies between diagrams were also corrected.

- Realigned road and pathway network south of Meander Valley Road, particularly within
(i) CT 112934/1 Pateena Road, (ii) 27 Burnetts Road, , 239 Meander Valley Road, and (iii)
231 Meander Valley Road, notably by realigning the west-east rural collector to be
clear of existing dwellings and respond to the developability of individual sites.

- Realignment of the proposed Heald Road connection to maximise separation between it
and directly adjoining lots.
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- Included reference to TasWater’s 50 year Meander - Tamar Master Plan on page 56.
- Refined language to emphasis sufficient local road capacity on page 20

- Updated description of fire risk on page 19 to reference the directions of exposure to
bushfire hazards.

- Provided a more detailed description of ‘Rural and environmental living areas’ on page
31.

- Refined language to acknowledge some demand for medical facilities is already met by
nearby suburbs on page 26.

- Refined the thresholds for link to node ratios on page 37 (requiring a minimum of 1.0 in
new subdivisions and to plan for a ratio of 1.4 in urban areas where practicable).

- ldentification of an additional environmental living cluster near the potential Nature
Recreation Reserve on the western side of the Blackstone Hills.

- Realignment of the environmental living cluster nearest to Heald Road to avoid higher
scenic values found within the upper elevations of Strahans Hill.

- an additional reference to pedestrian refuges and crossings as examples of potential
design investigations for sections of the pathway network plan.

- Community aspirations for the Westbury Road Activity Centre to provide a range of
sub-regional retailing continues to be signalled in the document. However, in recognition
of the current practical limitations in achieving this aspiration, the framing has been
repositioned to instead signal and advocate for Westbury Road Activity Centre as the
preferred location for a future Major Activity Centre servicing the western suburbs,
towns and villages of the sub-region.

- The future role of Sub-Precinct 3C (within the Donalds Avenue Sub-Precinct) has been
recalibrated to recognise that continued light industrial zoning is the most appropriate
zoning over the time horizon of the document. Existing heavy industrial uses within this
area, notably the hot dip galvaniser, are proposed to be protected from encroachment
from incompatible use and development while located in this sub-precinct. This will
ensure greater alignment with the Tasmanian Planning Policies and the recently
released Statewide Industrial Land Study 2025. Instead, in the event that heavy
industrial uses do relocate, the suitability of this sub-precinct for industry-supportive
bulky goods sales (e.g. hardware and trade supplies and homemaker retailing) is
signalled.
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Clarifying the Implementation Plan in Tables 11 and 12, particularly for advocacy for
feasibility studies for potential infrastructure upgrade and provision of which Meander
Valley Council is not the relevant authority (e.g. Oakden Ramps and Meander Valley
Road) and advocacy for future regional activity centre planning.

Revised the narrative within Section 9.3.3 (Pitcher Parade Corridor) that recognises the
area as a very long term, yet strategic, development front. The need to protect the
existing agricultural use of the site is explicitly identified, while still outlining the
preferred development layout if the landowner of the day seeks to develop.

5. OTHER CHANGES

Further edits were made as required to either ensure alignment with the changes described
in Section 4 or in response to the identification of clerical errors. These included:

Fixed minor alignment issues of various road and pathway links.

Correcting a mapping error in Lot 1 Panorama Road, Blackstone Heights relating to the
location of a proposed linear public open space. The area now reflects the location
proposed in the current Structure Plan.

Updated the relevant timeframe for the Structure Plan to 2026-2046, including updates
to the forecast population figures to include 2046.

Correct of minor clerical errors.

Clarified the intent of the reference to secure bike parking by instead referencing bike
rails. Secure bike parking includes a wider range of solutions including bike lockers
which are less suitable in the outer areas of low-density suburbs.

Figure 22 has been redesigned to represent the redevelopment potential, particularly
improved road access into Donalds Avenue, over the time horizon of the document,
rather than to indicate any full transition to commercial activity.

Connected the two potential road links within the ‘North of Bass Highway’ site in Figure

28 on page 55, and refined wording of the average dwelling yield threshold.

6. CONCLUSION

The feedback received demonstrates support for structure planning for the area, and the
broad outcomes sought in the draft Structure Plan, particularly the resolution of emergency
management access issues in both Travellers Rest and Blackstone Heights.

Specific issues raised have, where appropriate, been resolved. However, as acknowledged
within the draft Structure Plan, the document does not seek to resolve all issues all at once.
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Further ongoing work will be required to achieve the direction set out in the draft Structure
Plan and to resolve some of the issues identified during consultation, such as contemporary
economic analysis and activity centre planning.

It is also important to be cognisant of the current work to review the Northern Tasmania
Regional Land Use Strategy (NTRLUS), which will include the identification of urban and
settlement growth boundaries, and that the next review of the Prospect Vale - Blackstone
Heights Structure Plan will need to align itself with this new NTRLUS.

The Council has secured funding through the Tasmanian Government’s Spirit Preparedness Fund
for Local Councils to develop an RV Park at the Deloraine Racecourse Precinct.

The approved project scope includes:

Meand

construction of an overnight RV area, including an electric vehicle charging station.

construction of improved traffic arrangements to facilitate safe vehicular and pedestrian
movements.

installation of picnic facilities.
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The area under consideration includes the existing Deloraine Works Depot. The current proposal
allows for the removal of the depot to enable the development of RV Park.

Funding approval has been confirmed. The draft Grant Deed has been submitted to the
Department of State Growth for review and approval and has not yet been executed. The
Council is required to provide matching funding of $300,000.

The grant requires that the Council is to meet staged milestones. The first milestone is due in
November 2026 and requires submission of a costed project plan and design, evidence of all
required approvals and confirmation of the Council’s funding contribution.

The project is being established now to enable design and approvals to be completed in time to

meet the November 2026 milestone. To achieve this, design development, investigations and
approval processes must commence during the current financial year (2025-26).
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The project site is located within a flood-prone area and forms part of a precinct with heritage
values. As aresult, the project is likely to require:

o planning assessment and any relevant development approvals.
o hydraulic and flood impact assessment.

o approval from Heritage Tasmania, if required.

o design measures to address flood risk and heritage constraints.

Early commencement of investigations and approvals is necessary to confirm project feasibility,
inform the design and ensure the November 2026 milestone can be achieved.

Early establishment of the project will reduce the risk of delays and support compliance with
funding conditions.

The project must be completed by 31 October 2027.
